Stream Fissure. Members considered the reply from the District of Easington that had been
forwarded by John Cummings MP. The Clerk also read out the most recent correspondence
received from Brian Weatherall from the District of Easington that contained the same information
regarding the fissure but also gave an explanation as to why the cleansing of the stream had not
been undertaken. Members expressed their concerns regarding this reply and requested the Clerk to
write to the Leader of the Council; the Director of Community Services and to the recently elected
New Unitary Authority Members outlining the past history and the attempts of the Parish Council
in trying to get the stream cleansed.

Ivy on Trees. Members considered the reply from Durham County Council and requested the
Clerk to write to the District of Easington providing a map of the area and to enquire if the District
of Easington can address this problem.

Tree along Graham Way. Members considered the reply from Jim Jones at the District of
Easington and requested the Clerk to enquire through Jim Jones if this letter had been sent to
residents in the vicinity as the content of the letter did not contain sufficient warning to this illegal

In considering this potential environmental improvement the Clerk is requested to determine
boundaries of responsibility/land ownership through the Land Registry and thereafter to arrange a
meeting with Groundwork regarding the possibilities. Members noted that some sections of
fencing along the highway were rotten and the Clerk is requested to forward this to DCC for
repairs. It was also noted by Members that this section of the stream was in need of a cleansing.
